This is an update of NIH security measures as of Tuesday, October 30, 2001.  Additional advisories will be published as information becomes available or as changes are made.  Decisions about NIH Security are made in consultation with the NIH Director and HHS.

Campus Access

A revised shuttle schedule and map illustrating the new routing is posted at: http://des.od.nih.gov/eweb/NIHShuttle/scripts/shuttle_map_live.asp.  The shuttle routes and schedules will continue to be evaluated and adjustments will be made to make the system more convenient and efficient.

Bicycle lockers adjacent to bicycle racks are being removed for security reasons and additional bike racks are being installed on the concrete pads previously taken up by the lockers.

Building Access

Additional card keys for electronic building access are now available. Employees who need a card key should request one through their IC Administrative Officer.

Please cooperate and adhere to the security measures for restricted entrances to buildings.  Do not put your fellow employees at risk by propping doors open or disabling automatic door closures and locks.

Other Important Information

For Halloween aficionados-focus on the treats and eliminate the tricks! If you plan to wear a costume it's important to make sure your face is visible and not covered by a mask or heavy makeup to allow security staff to match your face with your photo ID.  Also, please use discretion with your costume and do not wear anything that will raise alarm with the security staff or raise the anxiety level of your coworkers.

When considering whether to report suspicious "powder" or other material to  the NIH emergency response staff, please use a common sense approach. It is unlikely that materials such as sawdust in a construction area, dusty accumulations in storage areas, powder or granules around coffee pots, and cosmetic powder around sinks and mirrors in ladies restrooms, etc., are potentially hazardous.    Likewise, be considerate of your coworkers by cleaning up any spilled material that may arouse suspicion or call housekeeping to assist with cleanup.
