NIH Security Advisory #16 - October 31, 2001
This is an update of NIH security measures as of Wednesday, October 31, 2001.  Additional advisories will be published as information becomes available or as changes are made.  Decisions about NIH Security are made in consultation with the NIH Director and HHS.  
Campus Access
In an attempt to expedite employee parking and ease traffic congestion, a new traffic and parking pattern for parking lots 31B, C, F, G and H will be implemented on Monday, November 5.  Lots 31B, C, F, G and H have been designated as “Perimeter Parking” for NIH Parking Permit holders only. Vehicles parking in the 31 perimeter lots will not have access to the rest of the NIH campus from these lots but must exit and use another campus entrance to drive to other areas of the campus. Employees may park in these lots at any time but must display a valid NIH parking permit. Vehicles not displaying an NIH Parking Permit will be subject to ticketing and towing.  Attendant assisted 'stacked' parking will continue and these lots will be actively patrolled by security personnel. 

Entry routes and exit routes to lots 31B, C, F, G and H:  

Cedar Lane and Garden Drive - enter and exit 24hours a day, 7 days a week. 

Rockville Pike and North Drive - enter and exit 24hours a day, 7 days a week 

Rockville Pike and Wilson Drive - exit only from 3-7 pm

This new pattern does not affect other campus parking lots, including 31 D, E or J.  Employees can use the Rockville Pike and Wilson Drive entrance to access lots 31 D, E or J and other campus lots. Vehicle inspections for the MLP7 and Natcher/Building 45 garages will be relocated to a new paved inspection site on the grassy area between buildings 38 and 45.  This new inspection site will serve both garages and will free-up parking spaces at both previously used to conduct inspections.  The inspection site giving access to Natcher and MLP7 garages will be open Monday through Friday, 6 a.m. to 6 p.m.  Alternative parking is available nights, weekends and holidays in the 38A lot on the north side of NLM and in the NLM 38 traffic circle.

Building Access 

Employees and contractors who need to replace lost IDs must use the Building 31C entrance, immediately adjacent to the Parking Office on the B3 level. They will not be permitted to use the Building 31A or 31B entrances to get to the Parking Office without an NIH ID.
