3. Building 10 east and south loading docks restricted to Clinical Center delivery/loading dock business; pedestrian thoroughfare eliminated. 
Campus Access
1. Reminder about the new traffic pattern and relocation of the visitor inspection station at the Old Georgetown Road and Center Drive entrance effective Friday, November 23.  See Center Drive traffic map: http://www.nih.gov/od/ors/graphics/centerdrentrance.gif
Lane 1 - (the northernmost lane of Center Drive) will be an EXIT ONLY lane 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

Lane 2 - (between Lane 1 and the north side of grassy median) will become the ENTRY LANE FOR NIH EMPLOYEES displaying a valid parking permit and employee ID between the hours of  2 a.m. to 2 p.m.   Lane 2 reverts to EXIT ONLY between the hours of 2 p.m. to 2 a.m.  Employees entering between 2 p.m. and 2 a.m. can use either Lane 3 or Lane 4.

Lane 3 - (on the south side of the grassy median) will be the ENTRY LANE FOR COMMERCIAL DELIVERY AND CONSTRUCTION VEHICLES 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  Police Officers will direct commercial and construction vehicles to the designated inspection area along the Center Drive curb.

Lane 4 - (the southernmost lane of Center Drive) will be the ENTRY LANE FOR VISITORS 24 hours a day 7 days a week.  Police Officers will direct visitor vehicles to the new inspection area adjacent to the 10E parking lot. 

NIH employee vehicles can use Lanes 3 and 4 as entry lanes between the hours of 3 and 7 p.m. when Lanes 1 and 2 are outbound only .

The Visitors vehicle inspection station has been moved to the south curbside area of Center Drive close to parking lot 10E and Convent Drive.  The west entrance of Cloisters Court has been closed.  The entrance to parking lot 60B and Buildings 60 and 61 will be from the east entrance to Cloisters Court. 

Parking will no longer be available along the north or south curbs of Center Drive between Cloisters Court and Convent Drive.    

2. Effective Friday, November 23, access to the 31 perimeter parking lots from Rockville Pike and Wilson Drive will be reopened for employee vehicles displaying a valid NIH parking permit.  This entrance will revert to EXIT ONLY during the hours of 3 p.m. to 7 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Vehicles leaving parking lot 31H using the Wilson Drive exit will only be able to turn left and go north on Rockville Pike.  Those wishing to go south on Rockville Pike should use the exits at Rockville Pike and North Drive or Cedar Lane and Garden Drive, turning right onto Rockville Pike. Employees and visitors are encouraged to use alternative transportation methods. Information can be found at: http://www.nih.gov/od/ors/dps/cpb/etso.htm. Consider using Transhare which offers a $65 monthly subsidy or consider parking at the Mid Pike Plaza satellite lot and taking the shuttle to the campus.

Bicycle lockers that were removed from close proximity to buildings will be relocated to areas further from buildings.  Additional bike racks have been placed in areas where lockers were removed.  The overall capacity for parking bikes in either racks or lockers will be increased. 

Building Access

3. The Clinical Center/Building 10 east and south loading docks will be restricted to official Clinical Center deliveries and loading dock business and will no longer be available as a pedestrian thoroughfare.  Pedestrians should use other pedestrian entrances to the Clinical Center.  This decision was made in consultation with the Clinical Center's management staff.
