Building Access 

1. Effective Monday, December 10, the Building 31 FITNESS CENTER and the T/39 Aerobics/Dance Studio will have EXTENDED HOURS on weekdays.  Fitness Center members with membership card and a photo ID will be admitted to the Building 31 Fitness Center until 8:00 p.m. from the 31C entrance only and can stay until the 8:45 p.m. closing.  The T-39 Aerobics/Dance Studio can now admit Fitness Center members with membership card and photo ID until 8:00 p.m. Check with the NIH R&W for class schedules.

2. ACCESS TO BUILDING 13 is now available through the north tower entrance (glass stair well/elevator lobby).  A security guard will be posted at the entrance from 6:o0 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  Employees who do not have card key access can now conveniently access Building 13, the Credit Union annex and the OMS Clinic.  

3. In an effort to safeguard NIH staff, patients and visitors, new security measures will be implemented soon to RESTRICT PEDESTRIAN ACCESS TO THE CLINICAL CENTER B2 LOADING DOCK.  The B2 loading dock restrictions will be implemented sometime during the week of December 10, as soon procedures and logistics are finalized, including clear directional signage to alternate entrances.  

TWO ALTERNATE ENTRANCES to the Clinical Center are available for the convenience of pedestrians on the east side of the campus: the P3 garage entrance and  the reopened B1A entrance just behind Building 7. The B1A entrance will be for employees only with a valid NIH photo ID and will be open from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m.  See map: http://www.nih.gov/od/ors/security/ccloadingdock.htm.   

The purpose of the B2 loading dock is to facilitate movement of materials into and out of the Clinical Center, such as medical and laboratory equipment and supplies, construction materials, laboratory animals and supplies, and CC hazardous waste.  Access will be restricted to NIH/CC dock personnel, Government and commercial delivery personnel, Clinical Center materials management personnel, and other authorized employees conducting necessary business at the dock.  NIH staffs are asked to cooperate and use common sense.  Pedestrians would not typically use a loading dock to enter another hospital or commercial facility.  The primary reason to prioritize dock safety is not so much related to the frequency of accidents in the area as much as the severity of injuries resulting from loading dock accidents.  Loading docks can also be a security vulnerability.    

Campus Access

4. Effective Monday, December 10 at 2 a.m. there will be an ADJUSTED TRAFFIC PATTERN AT THE OLD GEORGETOWN ROAD AND CENTER DRIVE entrance.  The adjusted pattern will help to ease congestion created by vehicle inspections.  NIH Police will be stationed to guide vehicles through the new pattern. Lane 1 -  will be an EXIT ONLY lane 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

Lane 2 - will be a transitional lane.  From 2 p.m. to 2 a.m. Lane 2 will be EXIT only.  From 2 a.m. to 2 p.m. the west end of Center Drive closest to Old Georgetown Road will continue to be used as an Exit lane.  From 2 a.m. to 2 p.m. the eastern segment will be used as an entrance/thoroughfare for NIH EMPLOYEES displaying a valid parking permit and employee ID.  Employees will enter Lane 3 but be directed through the break in the median to Lane 2 inbound (2 a.m. to 2 p.m. only).

Lane 3 - will be the ENTRY lane for EMPLOYEES, COMMERCIAL DELIVERY AND CONSTRUCTION VEHICLES 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  Employees will be directed through the break in the median to the inbound segment of Lane 2.  Commercial and Construction vehicles will be directed to the commercial vehicle inspection area.  

Lane 4 - will be the ENTRY lane FOR VISITORS 24 hours a day 7 days a week.  Visitor vehicles will be directed to the visitor inspection area. 

Inbound vehicles wishing to park in the Cloisters lots should proceed on Center Drive to the stop sign, turn right onto Convent Drive, turn right into the second entrance to lot 10 E, proceed along side of the vehicle inspection station and through the grassy area on the new temporary access road to the Cloisters parking area.
