Building Access

1. Beginning Wednesday, December 12 PEDESTRIAN ACCESS TO THE BUILDING 10 CLINICAL CENTER THROUGH THE B2 LOADING DOCK IS RESTRICTED.  The purpose of the B2 loading dock restriction is to facilitate movement of materials into the out of the Clinical Center.  Access will be restricted to NIH/CC dock personnel, Government and commercial delivery personnel, Clinical Center materials management personnel, and other PERSONS conducting necessary business at the dock.

The security personnel will deny access to the dock from the outside and the interior of the Building 10 to all other persons.  Please cooperate with this safety and security procedure.

TWO ALTERNATE ENTRANCES to the BUILDING 10 Clinical Center are available for the convenience of pedestrians on the east side of the campus, the P3 garage entrance and the reopened B1A entrance just behind Building 7.  The P3 garage is opened 24 hours/7 days a week.  The B1A entrance will be for employees only with a valid NIH photo ID and will be open from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m.  The B1A entrance will be for employees only with a valid NIH photo ID and will be open from 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  The B1A entrance will be closed on weekends and holidays. 2. Security checks of holiday presents/gifts – You may bring wrapped holiday presents/gifts on the campus.  The NIH police may use any of the following techniques to inspect wrapped holiday presents/gifts; electronic explosive sniffers, specially trained canines, magnetometers, x-ray machines, or visual inspection.  Wrapped presents/gifts will not be unwrapped, unless there is probable cause to believe, a particular package presents a danger.

3. Closing of Center Drive (Old Georgetown Road) on weekends and holidays starting on 12/21/01 – Beginning December 21st, the Center Drive entrance to the campus will be closed on weekends and holidays from 10:00 p.m. to 5:00 a.m.  The only vehicle entrance to the campus will be via the Metro entrance (South Drive).  Please plan your weekend routes around or plan to park on the lots on the North side on 31 (Perimeter Parking) which can be access directly from Cedar Lane.  Additional detailed information will follow later this week.
