CAMPUS ACCESS 

1. Reminder -  THE OLD GEORGETOWN ROAD AND CENTER DRIVE ENTRANCE WILL BE CLOSED FROM 10 P.M. FRIDAY, DECEMBER 21 THROUGH 5:00 A.M., WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 26.  During this time, vehicles can enter the campus at the Rockville Pike and South Drive/Metro entrance which is open 24 hours a day.  Alternatively, employees can enter and park in the Building 31 perimeter parking lots, accessible directly from Cedar Lane.  This plan is to provide relief for the NIH Police who have been working 12.5 hour shifts, 6 days a week since September 11.  

GENERAL INFORMATION

2. For security reasons, courier drop boxes (USPS, FedEx, etc.) and newspaper  sales boxes (newspapers, magazines, etc.) in close proximity to campus buildings will be relocated to several cluster sites located conveniently around the campus (see map: http://www.nih.gov/od/ors/security/courierdrops.htm.  The relocation process  will begin on or about the week of January 7th and be completed by January 18.  Courier and newspaper boxes located at the Metro Station will remain in place.  

Cluster A - Two clusters located on the South and East sides of Parking Lot 10H (south of the CC main entrance).

Cluster B - One cluster located in the bus shelter on Center Drive directly across from Building 1.

Cluster C - Three clusters located at the shuttle stops in Parking Lot 41 and along the walkway from Lot 41 towards the Building 14 complex.
