1. Closing of Old Georgetown Road and Center Drive entrance for the weekend.  

2. Adjustment to CC patient valet parking

CAMPUS ACCESS 

1. The Old Georgetown Rd./Center Dr. entrance will be closed for the weekend from 10 P.M. Friday, February 15 through 5:00 a.m. Monday, February  18.  During the period of closure, vehicles can enter the campus at the Rockville Pike and South Drive/Metro entrance which is open 24 hours a day. Alternatively, employees can enter and park in the Building 31 perimeter parking lots, accessible directly from Cedar Lane/Garden Dr., Rockville Pike/North Dr., or Rockville Pike/Wilson Dr.  http://www.nih.gov/od/ors/security/nihperimeterparking.htm
Note that the Old Georgetown Rd./Center Dr. entrance WILL be open on Monday February 18 even though it is a Government Holiday.

PARKING

2. Effective Tuesday, February 19, 2002, the Clinical Center (CC) Patient Valet Parking Area will be reconfigured to INCREASE employee parking spaces while accommodating patients to the Clinical Center.  The valet parking was established as a pilot program on January 7, 2002. The  Office of Research Services (ORS) has been monitoring patient usage data, listening to employee suggestions. While we expect that patient needs for valet parking will increase, we have determined that some employee spaces can be restored at this time. Future adjustments will be made as necessary. 

Some NIH employee parking spaces in Lot 10H used for CC valet parking have been relocated to the ACRF garage.  Additional temporary parking spaces have also been added in Lot 41 at the south end of the campus.  Regular campus shuttle bus service is available to and from Lot 41.

425 additional parking spaces are available at the Mid-Pike Plaza satellite lot located at Rockville Pike and Montrose Road.  A direct shuttle bus to campus is available beginning at 6:30 a.m.
