In accordance with the Department’s directive to increase security in all

HHS facilities and to ensure the safety of the NIH staff, we will be

increasing building security.  Our initial efforts were focused on

controlling the campus perimeter and vehicular access.  Our effort now

will now be focused on increased building security.  The heightened

measures have been developed by the Office of Research Services in

consultation with the NIH Director and the Department.

Building Access

Effective at 6 p.m., Friday, September 14 we will enter the normal weekend

building access plan where card key access is required to enter all campus

facilities.  In this mode the doors to all buildings, except for Building

10, are locked. Beginning Monday, September 17, this higher level of

building security will be our normal operating mode for building access.

In this modified weekend mode, NIH staff should expect the following:

1.  All staff will be required to wear photo IDs and use card keys to

access buildings. Those staff who may not have a current card key will

need to walk in with a fellow employee who does until they can get a new

card key.

2.  Visitors will need to be met by an employee at the building entrance

and escorted within the building.  ORS security staff are working on a

plan to issue visitor passes which will go into effect shortly.

3. After hour and weekend events scheduled in NIH conference facilities

will be suspended until further notice.

4.  Fitness centers will close at 6 p.m. on weekdays and will be closed on

weekends until further notice.

Campus Access

Campus access remains the same, using the same plan that was in effect on

Friday, September 14:

Employees may use the following entrances:

1) Wilson Drive & Rockville Pike - 6:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. (NIH Parking

Permits ONLY)

2) Center Drive & Rockville Pike - 6:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. (NIH Parking

Permits ONLY)

3) Lincoln Drive & Rockville Pike - 6:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. (NIH Parking

Permits ONLY)

4) South Drive & Rockville Pike - 24 Hours Daily (Employees, Visitors and

Deliveries)

5) Center Drive & Old Georgetown Road - 24 Hours Daily (Employees,

Visitors and Deliveries)

All visitors and deliveries must use the following entrances:

1) South Drive and Rockville Pike (24 Hours Daily)

2) Center Drive and Old Georgetown Road (24 Hours Daily)

Vehicles entering the ACRF Garage at or after 6:00 AM can use either P-3

or P-1level entrances.  After  6:00 p.m. until 6:00 a.m. all vehicles must

enter through the P-3 Level entrance and can then proceed to P-2 or P-1

Levels. All vehicles entering the garage at any time may be inspected .

The Natcher Building garage will remain closed until further notice.

We understand that these measures may cause some initial inconvenience,

but the safety of NIH staff is of utmost concern and is our number one

priority.  We would like to remind you that workplace safety is everyone’s

responsibility and urge you to fully cooperate with the security staff.

Do not allow unidentified or unauthorized visitors to access buildings; do

not prop any doors open; do not accept unidentified packages.

The Office of Research Services will be issuing regular security updates

and will provide additional guidance on Monday, September 17.  ORS is also

developing a web site where you will be able to access updated information

about campus or building security and we hope to have it operational over

the weekend.  In addition, if you have questions, concerns, or

suggestions, you may contact ORS by e-mail using the ORS Information

Line:-orsinfo@mail.nih.gov (found in the NIH Global address list) or call

the ORS Information Line at 4-6677.
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
