In this advisory:

1. Resuming circulation of the NIH off-campus shuttles onto the Bethesda campus

2. Holiday schedule for Old Georgetown Rd./Center Drive entrance

1. Beginning Tuesday, May 28 off-campus shuttles will be allowed to enter and circulate throughout the Bethesda campus. All off-campus shuttles will enter the NIH campus at the Rockville Pike/South Drive (Metro entrance) and undergo a brief inspection.  Shuttles will circulate according to the following routes/stops :

BLUE Line (Federal Building/Bethesda Shuttle): 


Metro - Federal - Gateway - Air Rights - Federal - Metro - Bldg. 31A - Bldg. 10 - Bldg. 45 - Metro

GREEN Line (Rockledge Shuttle):


Metro - 6700B - Rockledge - Democracy - Metro - Bldg. 10 - Bldg. 31A - Metro

ORANGE Line (Executive Plaza Shuttle):


Metro - 6001 - 6011 - EPN/S - 6116 - 6100 - Willco -Metro - Bldg. 10 - Bldg. 31A - Metro

YELLOW Line (Mid-Pike Plaza Shuttle):

6:30 a.m. to  9:30 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. to  6:30 p.m. -  Mid-Pike - Metro - Bldg. 31A - Bldg. 10 - Bldg. 45 - Mid-Pike

All other times - Mid-Pike - Boy Scout (2 stops daily) - Metro - Bldg. 10 - Bldg. 45 - Metro - Mid-Pike
Please be prepared for a short delay while the shuttles are inspected.  We will continue to monitor operations and make route adjustments as necessary to improve the shuttle service.  A revised Shuttle schedule and route map will be posted shortly on the ORS Information Line and main web pages.
2. Reminder that the Old Georgetown Rd. Center Dr. entrance will be closed for the Memorial Day holiday.   This entrance will close to incoming traffic at 7 pm Friday May 24 and closes to outbound traffic at 9 pm. It will remain closed to all incoming and outbound traffic through 5 am Tuesday, May 28.

During weeknight, weekend and holiday closures vehicles can enter the campus at the Rockville Pike and South Drive/Metro entrance which is open 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.
