This advisory is to clarify information issued in the previous advisory

issued earlier today.

Today the Office of Homeland Security and the Department of Justice issued directives for all Federal facilities to raise security levels from Code Yellow to Code Orange.  The NIH is complying with this directive. The heightened security procedures are effective immediately and apply to NIH staff, patients and visitors.  The new procedures will be in effect until Federal security levels are lowered.

As we adjust to the new procedures, staff and visitors should anticipate possible delays at campus and building entrances.

VEHICLE INSPECTIONS - All vehicles entering the campus should be prepared for varying degrees of inspection.  This could result in some traffic congestion on the roads surrounding the campus.

ID CHECKS – All NIH staff and visitors should be prepared to show two

forms of ID (at least 1 photo ID).

INSPECTION OF BAGS AND PACKAGES - Employees and visitors may be subject to inspection of bags and packages.  Inspections could be visual or using magnetometers or hand-held metal detectors.

CANCELLATION OF CERTAIN SPECIAL EVENTS – At present, all non

mission-related functions and special events are cancelled during regular work hours and after hours.  Non mission-related events are activities and special events such as recreation clubs, fitness centers, and visiting merchants, etc.

Mission-related events are meetings, conferences and special events directly related to the conduct or support of NIH medical research and business.  Mission-related functions are allowed Monday through Friday, during normal business hours (6am to 6pm) but are cancelled nights and weekends

This restriction does NOT apply to regular day-to-day work, including shift work.  All staff should report to work during their normally scheduled hours.

Additional advisories will be published as information becomes available or as changes are made.  NIH security policies and procedures are made in consultation with the NIH Director and Department of Health and Human Services.
