NIH Security Advisory #34 – Wednesday, September 11, 2002

This advisory is to further clarify information issued in Security Advisories 32 and 33 issued on September 10. 

The NIH is continuing to operate under heightened security procedures as directed by the Office of Homeland Security and the Department of Justice.  The new procedures will be in effect until Federal security levels are lowered.  
All NIH staff and visitors should be prepared to show two forms of ID when entering the campus and buildings. 

GUIDELINES FOR NIH SPECIAL EVENTS EFFECTIVE THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 12:

1. MISSION-RELATED SPECIAL EVENTS - All NIH mission-related special events, meetings, and group functions are allowed during normal business hours (Monday-Friday, 6am-6pm) AND nights and weekends.  

Mission-related events are meetings, conferences and special events directly related to the conduct or support of NIH medical research and business which are sponsored by an IC AND paid for with appropriated funds.

Any mission-related special events occurring after normal business hours are subject to security surcharges and are the responsibility of the sponsoring IC.

2. NON MISSION-RELATED SPECIAL EVENTS - Non mission-related special events, meetings and group functions are allowed during normal business hours.  The activity must start prior to 6pm.  Participants must be in the building where the event is being held prior to 6pm.  Recreation and Welfare club and fitness center members should contact their R&W representative for details.

Non mission-related events are suspended on nights, weekends and holidays. However, NIH employees   can WORK nights, weekends and holidays as necessary.

Non mission-related events are activities and special events such as recreation clubs, fitness centers, and visiting merchants, etc. which are not paid for with appropriated funds.

Established procedures for approval and clearance of special events are still in effect.  NIH Events Management staff can provide guidance and assist event planners to obtain clearance.  Contact NIH Events Management at 496-9966.

Additional advisories will be published as information becomes available or as changes are made.  NIH security policies and procedures are made in consultation with the NIH Director and Department of Health and Human Services.
