This is an update of NIH security measures as of September 17, 2001.  Additional advisories will be published as information becomes available or as changes are made.  Decisions about NIH Security are made in consultation with the NIH Director and HHS.

Perimeter Security/Campus Access
Some vehicles are attempting to circumvent the security checkpoints by driving over grassy areas.  The NIH Director has authorized the NIH Police to respond to Abarrier crashers@ as if they were a serious threat.  Barrier crashers are breaking the rules and can expect to meet an aggressive response by the NIH Police. 

Building Access
NIH buildings will continue to operate under the Amodified weekend@ access mode.  In this mode the doors to all buildings, except for Building 10, are locked and card key access is required to enter all campus facilities.  Your Administrative Officer can assist you in obtaining a card key.

Guards are posted at main exterior doors in some buildings with high traffic.  The guards may be redeployed and postings could change.

NIH Police are issuing temporary badges to visitors which are issued and color coded on a daily basis so they cannot be reused.  

The NIH Police are coordinating and managing security in off-campus facilities.  Security Guards in off campus facilities are enforcing the badge check.  In Amulti-tenant@ leased facilities, NIH is working with the landlords to ensure appropriate safety measures are in place.

NIH Conference Facilities
The Natcher Conference Center and the Building 31 Conference Center will be open for NIH activities during normal business hours during the week.  Natcher and Building 31 conference facilities will close weekdays at 6 p.m. and be closed on weekends until further notice.

Building 10 auditoriums will remain open for regularly scheduled NIH activities weekdays during normal business hours and on weekday evenings. Building 10 Auditoriums will be closed on weekends until further notice.
