Threat Level Lowered to “Yellow”

NIH Security Advisory #45  - Thursday, February 27, 2003

The Department of Homeland Security has returned the threat level for the federal government to “yellow” or “elevated condition.” Prior to this announcement, the government was operating under a heightened “orange” or “high condition” alert status.

Although this means there is less of a security threat to the NIH, the current yellow level still means there is a “significant risk for terrorist attacks” to government facilities. At any time, the threat condition can change and the alert status can be elevated, requiring the NIH to implement additional protective security measures to reduce the vulnerability of personnel and facilities to terrorist threats.
